PART I



Five girls run onto stage from the back of the room, hooting and hollering like a football team the whole time. Four of them wear football helmets; the fifth (COACH) has a whistle around her neck and a cap on her head. She carries a football.


Coach: 
All right, team! Today is the big day! We’ve gotta go out there and show Mudville what we’ve got! 



Players hoot and holler in their loudest, lowest-pitched voices.


Player 1: 
You can count on us, Coach!


Player 2: 
We’ll give it all we’ve got for the home team!


Coach: 
I know you’ve all worked hard to prepare for this day. But I won’t lie to you. It won’t be easy. Mudville has a strong defense and a killer quarterback.



Player 3, one of the more petite girls, steps forward and strikes an aggressive pose.


Player 3: 
Well, their quarterback hasn’t seen the likes of ME then, has he?



The team hoots and hollers.


Coach: 
(trying to calm them down) All right, all right. I admire your confidence, Panthers. But it takes more than brute force to win games.


Player 4: 
Oh, don’t worry, Coach! We’re ready for anything. We’ve got tons of hustle!



Player 4 steps forward and tries to snatch the ball out of Coach’s hand. Instead, it plops to the floor, and everyone clumsily scrambles for the ball, hooting and hollering all the time.



Meanwhile, the DIRECTOR runs toward the stage from the back of the room.


Director: 
Cut! Cut! Cut!



The team reluctantly stops and focuses on the DIRECTOR.
